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Introduction
Federal and state laws mandate that English Learners (ELs) receive a quality and equitable education.  Legislation specific to EL education includes:   Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Title III, Part A:  Language Instruction for English Learners and Immigrant Students, the Every Student Success Act (ESSA), and the Code of Virginia:  §22.1-212; §22.1-253.13:1;§22.1-5;§22.1-253.13:2, and §22.1-253.13:5.  The United States Department of Justice and the United States Department of Education clarifies the federal civil rights requirement for the education of ELs, outlining the legal obligation of the school division.  (See Appendix A for links to resources).
In order to assist all instructional staff (principals, teachers, school testing coordinators, counselors, paraprofessionals, and other staff) in meeting the needs of ELs, this handbook has been developed.  Charlotte County Public Schools (CCPS) goal is meet the educational and social needs of ELs, providing the skills needed to acquire the English language, access the curriculum, and fully integrate into the school environment and the community successfully.
Resources used to compile this handbook include Virginia Department of Education, King William County Public Schools English Learners:  Language Instruction Educational Program, and the WIDA Consortium.  A full listing of resources may be found in Appendix A.

Definitions

Charlotte County Public Schools:  acronym-CCPS

Content-based instruction:  An instructional model in which academic subject matter is taught in English such that students learn academic content and language skills simultaneously.

English Language Development (ELD):  WIDA standards used for programs, curriculum, and instruction of English Learners.

English Learner (EL):

According to the federal definition as described in Section 8101(20) of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), as amended by the Every Student Succeeds Act of 2015 (ESSA), an EL in the Commonwealth of Virginia is a student:
1. who is aged 3 through 21;
2. who is enrolled or preparing to enroll in an elementary school or secondary school;
a. who was not born in the United States or whose native language is a language other than English; and who comes from an environment where a language other than English is dominant;

OR

i. who is a Native American or Alaska Native, or a native resident of outlying areas; and
ii. who comes from an environment where a language other than English has had a significant impact on the individual’s level of English language proficiency;


OR

3. who is migratory, whose native language is a language other than English, and who comes from an environment where a language other than English is dominant;

AND

4. whose difficulties speaking, reading, writing, or understanding the English language   may be sufficient to deny the individual-

a. the ability to meet the State’s proficient level of achievement on the State assessments described in section 1111 (b) (3) of the ESEA;

b. the ability to achieve successfully in the classrooms where the language of instruction is English; or

c. the opportunity to participate fully in society.
School boards students may accept and provide programs for students for whom English

is a second language who entered school in Virginia for the first time after reaching their

twelfth  birthday, and who have not reached 22 years of age on or before August 1 of the

school year.  No tuition shall be chared such students, if state funding is provided for such

programs.  (Code of VA, §22.1-5.D).

ESL teacher:  a teacher who has been licensed by the Virginia Department of Education for English as a Second Language PreK-12.
Former English Learner:  acronym-FEL; A student who has met the criteria to exit language instruction educational program (LIEP) and is years 1-4 of monitor status.
Language Instruction Educational Program (LIEP):  CCPS’ instructional program for student identified as English Learners (EL).

Presumptive EL: A student presumed to be an English Learner based upon an informal interview, pending in person formal screening to ascertain English proficiency levels.
Push-In Instruction:  LIEP staff work inside the student’s regular education classroom to help the general education teacher provide instruction.

Pull-Out Instruction:  LIEP staff provides instruction to ELs individually or in small groups outside of mainstream classes.

Students with Limited or Interrupted Formal Education:  acronym-SLIFE

Standards of Learning:  acronym SOL.  Virginia’s required content standards for courses offered in public school divisions.  Some courses have Standard of Learning assessments, known as SOL tests.

Virginia Department of Education:  acronym-VDOE

WIDA Access for ELLS 2.0:  An English language proficiency test usually administered in January through late March.
WIDA Screener:  a screening tool used to assess students whose Student Home Language Survey indicates they may be an English Learner.

Procedures for Screening, Identifying, and Placing ELs

into the Language Instruction Education Program
According to federal and state laws, CCPS must have a process in place to screen all students enrolling in public schools for identification as an English Learner.  CCPS includes a Student Home Language Survey (Appendix B) in the enrollment process for each student.

Identifying Potential EL Students

CCPS personnel responsible for enrolling students at each school may include:  principal, assistant principal (if on staff), school secretary/bookkeeper, guidance counselor, and others as designated by the school administrator.  Included in the enrollment packet/checklist for all students is the Student Home Language Survey.
The Student Home Language Survey is initially reviewed by the enrollment personnel.  If “English” is NOT checked in questions #1, 2, or 3 in Section A, enrollment personnel will notify the school administrator and the ESL teacher within 3 business days of enrollment.  A copy of the Student Home Language Survey will be emailed to the ESL teacher and copied to the school administrator.  A hard copy may be placed in the school mail box of the ESL teacher and school administrator.  A copy of the Student Home Language Survey should also be placed in the student’s scholastic record.  ESL teacher will verify receipt of the email and/or hard copy by email response to enrollment personnel.  If enrollment personnel has not received verification of receipt from ESL teacher within 3 days of initial email, he/she will follow-up with ESL teacher to assure receipt.

Screening

Once the information is received from enrollment personnel, ESL teacher will screen the student using the proper screening tool as specified in Superintendent’s Memo #194-17.
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If the screener indicates that the student qualifies for services, the LIEP staff develop a draft of the LIEP/Classroom Accommodations for ELs and, if applicable, EL Assessment Participation Plan.  Using the Parent Notification Letter, the ESL teacher, along with the school administrator, will notify the parents that the child qualifies for EL services.  This notification must be within 30 days of the start of the school, or within 2 weeks of the child’s enrollment date (if he enrolls after the school year has begun).  See Appendix B for Parent Notification Letter.

At the same time as the notification is done, the LIEP staff (led by the school administrator and ESL teacher) will also schedule a committee meeting to discuss and finalize the LIEP/Classroom Accommodations for ELs and, if applicable, the EL Assessment Participation Plan.  The notice shall be sent to all stakeholders, including the parents, at least one content teacher, the ESL teacher, school administrator, gifted or special education teacher (if applicable), and the student (if appropriate).  The meeting notice should contain the time, date, and location.  (See Appendix B for LIEP Meeting Notice). The ESL teacher may also contact the parents by phone to notify parents of qualifying for services and for the scheduled committee meeting.
After the meeting, the school administrator and/or the Title III Coordinator will notify the Student Data Coordinator and verify the student’s information is correctly input into the Student Information System.
Procedures For Placing Existing ELs into the Language Instruction Educational Program (LIEP) for Current School Year

The WIDA Access for Ells 2.0 test administration window is usually January through March of each school year.  Once testing is completed and scores have been received, LIEP staff will notify parents of their child(ren)’s scores.  LIEP staff will determine whether a student has or has not met the criteria to exit the program (the student must have an overall proficiency score equal to or greater than 4.4 to be considered for exiting the program).

If a student has met the criteria to exit the EL program, the parent/guardian is notified and placed on monitor status for four years.  See Appendix B for Exit Notification Letter.

If a student has not met the criteria to exit the program, the parent/guardian is sent notification that his/her child(ren)’s score still qualifies him/her to receive services in the LIEP.  This notification will occur no later than 30 days after the beginning of the school year.  See Appendix B for Parent Notification Letter.

At the beginning of each school year, teachers of all existing ELs will be sent student information, including the previous year’s LIEP Plan and Assessment Participation Plan, if applicable.  Within 30 calendar days from the first day of school, LIEP staff, including the ESL teacher, will schedule committee meetings to update LIEP Plan/Classroom Accommodations and EL Assessment Participation Plan, if applicable.  Current teachers will be involved in the development of new plans for EL students.  Meeting notice will be provided to:  the parents, at least one content teacher, the ESL teacher, school administrator, gifted or special education teacher (if applicable), and the student (if appropriate).  Once the plan is approved by all committee members, the LIEP staff provides the updated information to all instructional personnel involved with EL student.  Implementation should begin immediately.
After the meeting, the school administrator and/or the Title III Coordinator will notify the Student Data Coordinator and verify the student’s information is correctly input into the Student Information System.

Procedures for Notification of Parent of Former ELs (FELs)

When a student meets the criteria to exit the program, the parent/guardian is sent notification that the student has exited the program and will be placed in monitor status for two years to ensure that he/she continues to have academic success.  See Appendix B for Exit Notification Letter.
The student may also receive certain standards of Learning (SOL) testing accommodations (as specified by the Virginia Department of Education) for the first two years after exiting the program.  If SOL testing accommodations are needed, LIEP staff mails the letter to parents within the first 30 days of the school year, scheduling a committee meeting to discuss the student’s EL Assessment Participation Plan.  To monitor EL student progress, the Monitoring Document for FEL form is completed by the classroom teacher each 9 week grading period and reviewed by the ESL teacher and LIEP staff.  Should the EL student be failing or need additional supports, the LIEP staff will convene a committee meeting to discuss classroom supports.  If supports are needed, EL Support and Intervention Plan will be developed.  All committee members will be invited to participate, including the parents, at least one content teacher, the ESL teacher, school administrator, gifted or special education teacher (if applicable), and the student (if appropriate).
Students in years 3 and 4 monitor status are indicated as Formerly EL in the Student Information System for state assessment tracking and accountability purposes.
After the meeting, if needed, the school administrator and/or the Title III Coordinator will notify the Student Data Coordinator and verify the student’s information is correctly input into the Student Information System.

Placement of Students

Recommended Grade Placement by Age

Most student will be placed on grade-level as indicated by age.  Adjustments may be made based upon other factors such as:  enrollment date, evaluation of prior academic records, and date of birth.  The table below indicates age/grade placement for students younger than 14 years of age.

High school students are placed at grade levels according to the minimum number of accumulated units necessary to be considered a freshman, sophomore, junior, or senior (as stipulated in the Randolph-Henry High School Student Handbook: http://rhhs.ccpsk12.org/parent___student_resources/student_handbook
Recommended Placement for Program Services

At the elementary, middle, and high school levels, guidance counselors and/or school administrators will coordinate EL student course selection and schedules with Title III Coordinator and/or ESL teacher.  Parents will also be informed of the EL student schedule.

Expected Rate of Graduation
Charlotte County Public Schools expects all students, including ELs, to graduate within 4 years of entering 9th grade.  However, federal provisions allow for EL students the right to a free, appropriate public education until age 22.  Graduation requirements are listed in Appendix A.
Program Services

Language Instruction Education Program (LIEP) Services  
In CCPS, EL student’s proficiency level and current academic performance dictates the services provided in the LIEP.  Students receive services as stipulated in the EL Plan which includes content-based instruction, utilizing the content taught in the mainstream classroom as a vehicle for learning English.  Students receive daily classroom and testing accommodations to provide access to the content.  Students may also receive “pull out” instruction from the ESL teacher who provides skill development in reading, writing, speaking, and listening on a regularly scheduled basis.  Students may receive “push in” instruction by the ESL teacher in the mainstream classroom to support student learning in the core content areas.  Language acquisition skills may also be provided by Reading Specialists (at the elementary level) and English/Language Arts teachers at the secondary level.

Based upon the U. S. Office of Civil Rights guidelines for minutes of service, CCPS has developed the following Language Instruction Education Program (LIEP).

Minutes of Service
Recommended by Office of Civil Rights (OCR)
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Students in exited status will be monitored each nine weeks by the LIEP staff for at least 2 years.  Mainstream teachers provide updates using the Monitoring Document for FEL form to ESL teacher and LIEP staff.

Instruction with Reading Specialist and/or English teacher will be target WIDA English Language Development (ELD) Standards and language acquisition skills.
Parental Rights

Parents/guardians have the right to:

· Enroll their child in the LIEP;

· Decline to enroll their child in the LIEP;

· Decline specific services in the LIEP; or

· Remove their child from the LIEP at any time.

If a parent decides to decline him/her child’s enrollment in the LIEP or decline specific LIEP services, the student will still retain his/her status as an EL.  The student will continue to have his/her proficiency assessed once per year (with parent permission to test) until he/she no longer meets the criteria recommended by VDOE.

If the parent declines to enroll his/her child in the LIEP or declines any services within the LIEP, CCPS will continue to provide the student with meaningful access to educational programs.  LIEP staff will monitor student’s academic progress and notify parents if any concerns arise. Students who have declined to enroll in LIEP are still assessed annually with WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0.
Parent Refusal

Parents who refuse services of the LIEP are contacted by the LIEP staff to discuss the decision.  This contact may be done in person (home visit or school meeting) or by phone.  CCPS will strive to assure the parent has full understanding of the options.  Translation services are made available, if necessary.  See Appendix B for Parent Opt-Out Form.
The parents/guardians will be provided the opportunity to enroll their child in the program at any time during the school year.  Parents will be offered enrollment at the beginning of each school year as long as their child remains eligible for services, as evidenced by his/her WIDA ACCESS for ELLS 2.0 score.  See Appendix B for Parent Opt-In Form.
Exit Requirements
School divisions use the WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 test to determine the English language proficiency of ELs.  The test assesses the proficiency of students in the four language domains of listening, speaking, reading, and writing as defined in the WIDA English Language Development (ELD) Standards.

Students who receive an overall proficiency score of 4.4 on WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 test administered during or after the 2016-17 assessment year have met the proficiency requirement to exit the program.

Monitoring Exited Students

Students who have exited the program are academically monitored for two years.  Students are placed on monitor status for an additional two years (years 3 and 4) for state accountability purposes.  Title III Coordinator will assist LIEP teams at each school in assuring correct entry of monitor status in the Student Information System.

In years 1 and 2 of Monitor Status, student progress will be monitored each nine weeks, using Monitoring Document for FEL Form (See Appendix B).  Mainstream core content area teachers will complete the form and submit to ESL teacher and LIEP staff.  If there is a concern, the ESL teacher/LIEP team will discuss the concern with the teacher or grade level team of teachers.  The need for interventions and supports may be discussed.  The parent may be contacted by phone or through scheduling a meeting to address the concern(s).  The report card of monitor EL students are also reviewed by LIEP team. LIEP staff may also discuss student progress and concerns with the student.
Monitoring Students Whose Parents Have Refused Services

When a parent/guardian refuses all or part of the LIEP services offered by CCPS, the student’s academic progress and English acquisition will be monitored by LIEP quarterly (each 9 weeks).

If LIEP staff note a concern about student’s academic progress, the parent will be notified and discussion of options of services will be given.  The parent will be notified that services may be provided with parental consent.  English Learner and Support Intervention Plan may be used.
Process for EL Re-Entry

Former ELs, although they have met the state’s definition of proficiency, may need scaffolded and differentiated instruction as they continue to acquire academic language.  If a student continues to experience lack of academic progress or success, he/she may re-enter the LIEP if the lack of success is directly related to a lack of English proficiency skills.

A student’s teacher(s) or LIEP staff member should complete the Referral for Consideration of LIEP Re-Entry form (Appendix B) and submit it to the Title III Coordinator and ESL teacher.  LIEP staff member will contact the parent to discuss concerns and inform parent that the student will be re-screened using the WIDA screener to assess current level of English proficiency.  The Title III Coordinator will convene a committee to review the updated student information.  The committee will consist of:  parents, at least one content teacher, the ESL teacher, school administrator, the gifted or special education teacher (if applicable), and the student (if appropriate).

The committee will review qualitative and quantitative data (including grades, SOL scores, benchmark/unit tests, current WIDA screener scores, most recent WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 scores, classroom behavior/discipline, and attendance).  The team will complete the Summary of Evidence for Consideration of Re-Entry into the Language Instruction Educational Program form (Appendix B).  The committee will determine whether or not the lack of academic success is directly related to a lack of English language proficiency.

If it is determined that the student’s lack of success is directly related to a lack of English language proficiency, the student should re-enter the LIEP, parent permission to re-enter the program will be obtained and the LIEP/Classroom Accommodations and Assessment Participation Plan (if applicable) will be completed at the meeting.  This plan will be distributed by the LIEP team to the student’s teachers.  The LIEP team will assure that the Data Entry Coordinator updates information in the Student Information System.

If it is determined that the student’s lack of success is not directly related to a lack of English language proficiency, the student will not re-enter the LIEP.  Classroom and home supports will be discussed.  An English Learner Support and Intervention Plan will be developed, if needed.  The student’s academic progress will continue to be monitored regularly (at least every 9 weeks).
Language Acquisition

Learning a second language develops in predictable, sequential stages that closely mirrors the stages of learning a first language (Krashen & Terrell, 1983). The stages of language acquisition are displayed in this chart (Krashen, 1982).

The five stages of language acquisition described above are a general framework for understanding how EL students progress.  However, language learning is an ongoing, fluid process that differs for every student.  Student may move between stages of language acquisition, depending on the linguistic and cognitive demands of the academic language.  For language acquisition to occur, a student must receive understandable and meaningful input just beyond the student’s current level of proficiency and, learn in an environment with little or no anxiety (Krashen, 1981; Vygotsky, 1978).
Instruction:  Teaching English Learners

WIDA:  World-Class Instructional Design and Assessments
WIDA is a national organization that advances academic language development and academic achievement for children who are culturally and linguistically diverse through high quality standards, assessments, research, and professional learning for educators.  Virginia is one of 35 states that are members of the WIDA consortium. CCPS uses the WIDA English Language Development (ELD) standards as a guide when developing programs, curricula, and lessons.  VDOE mandates that EL students be assessed once per year using the WIDA ACCESS for ELLS 2.0 to determine English language proficiency levels for various language domains.  These levels are used to monitor the progress of ELs” English language proficiency from school year to school year.

CCPS administers the WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 during the testing window stipulated by VDOE.  This is usually during January-March of each school year.  The test assesses the domains of listening, speaking, reading, and writing.  Composite scores for oral language, literacy, comprehension, and overall English Language Proficiency are determined as follows:

Students are given a proficiency level scores (1-6) and a scaled score (100-600) on each of the domains and composite domains, as shown on the following example score reports:
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WIDA Levels of English Language Proficiency

WIDA defines the six proficiency levels as follows;

1-Entering:

Knows and uses minimal social language and minimal academic language with visual and graphic support.
2-Emerging:

Knows and uses some social English and general academic language with visual and graphic support.
3-Developing

Knows and uses social English and general academic language with visual and graphic support.
4-Expanding

Knows and uses social English and some technical language.
5-Bridging

Knows and uses social and academic language working with grade level material.
6-Knows and uses social academic language at the highest level measured by the WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 test.

In Virginia, an overall proficiency score of 4.4 on the WIDA Access for Ells 2.0 test indicates the student’s English proficiency is sufficient for him/her to be successful in the academic setting and, therefore, qualifies for the student to exit the school division’s LIEP.

WIDA ELD Standards Framework

English Language Development Standards-See Appendix C
Can Do Descriptors-See Appendix C
CCPS teachers and LIEP staff strive to implement the WIDA ELD standards into classroom instruction.  Using the Can Do Descriptors for each grade level, instructional and LIEP staff may identify what EL learners can do or produce, if given the proper supports, for each language domain (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) and the level of language proficiency (levels 1-6) by grade level cluster (PK-K, Grades 1-2, Grades 3-5, Grades 6-8, Grades 9-12).

Performance Definitions

One set of Performance Definitions is for receptive language and represents how ELs process language to comprehend information, ideas, or concepts in either oral or written language.  The other set of Performance Definitions is for productive language and shows how students use language to express information, ideas, or concepts in oral or written language. Because EL student’s language development is dependent on many factors, the Performance Definitions outline many possible pathways to language acquisition and development.  CCPS teachers should reference performance definitions when planning lessons and assessing EL students.

Teaching Strategies
Scaffolding

Instructional scaffolding is a process through which a teacher builds upon students’ already acquired skills and knowledge to teach new skills. Organizational Strategies
Teachers should use organizational strategies to facilitate language acquisition.  These include:

· Model use of chapter and section headers, bolded vocabulary, illustrations/charts, glossary, indices, and appendices.

· Teach students how to organize notebooks and record homework.

· Assist with memorizing content by teaching mnemonic devices.

· Teach study skills, including test-taking and notetaking strategies and highlighting of important texts and vocabulary.

Teaching Academic Language

Explicit instruction in vocabulary is necessary for students to have robust academic vocabularies.

Grading of ELs
Grading procedures for ELs should consider the student’s English language proficiency level and the student’s performance on modified assignments (as specified in the English Learner Support Plan).  If EL student is not able to master the skills or show progress, the LIEP staff should schedule a meeting of the committee to review EL student progress and consider additional modifications, accommodations, and/or supports.  ELs’ grades should reflect mastery of modified material and overall progress.

Modified Work, Instruction, and Assessments
Work should be modified for ELs commensurate with their current English proficiency level.  Modifications of work and instructional strategies may include:  preferential seating, allowing wait time for oral response, assign a peer partner, providing outline, give simple directions and assure EL student’s understanding of them, provide graphic organizers or notes. Modification/Accommodations needed on assessments should be specified in the EL Support Plan. If EL student is not able to master the skills or show progress, the LIEP staff should schedule a meeting of the committee to review EL student progress and consider additional modifications, accommodations, and/or supports.
Students with Limited Interrupted Formal Education (SLIFE)
This is an umbrella term used to describe a diverse subset of the English Learner population.  These students are usually new to the U. S. School system and have had interrupted or limited schooling opportunities in their native country.  They have limited backgrounds in reading and writing in their native language(s) and are below grade level in most academic skills.  Students who have these characteristics could be refuges, migrant students, or any student who experienced limited or interrupted access to school for a variety of reasons, such as poverty, isolated geographic locales, limited transportation options, societal expectations for school attendance, a need to enter the workforce and contribute to family income, natural disasters, ware, or civil strife.  See Appendix C for more information on SLIFE.

ELs with a Suspected Disability

If an EL student is suspected of having an additional disabling condition, he/she should be referred to the CCPS school’s Child Study Committee for review and interventions, if needed.  All procedural safeguards specific to the Child Study Process should be followed.  (Appendix A:  Regulations Governing Special Education…).
Dually Identified ELs

If an EL is dually identified as gifted or as a student with a disability, the LIEP staff works closely with the gifted or special education teachers to insure that student’s needs are met.  The gifted or special education teacher should be included in the EL committee meetings and an LIEP staff member should participate in the special education, Section 504, or gifted eligibility and Individualized Education Program (IEP) or 504 Plan meetings.  The student’s IEP or 504 Plan and the EL Support Plan should be developed collaboratively.
Translation and Interpretation at Meetings

For all special education and gifted committee meetings that involve non-English speaking parents, documents should be translated, or interpreted, at the meeting.  If the native language is Spanish, ESL teacher may serve as translator, as well as committee member.  If another translator is needed. Special Education Coordinator will notify Title III Coordinator, requesting a translator be scheduled.  If the native language is not Spanish and CCPS does not have staff that can provide the service, the Title III Coordinator will seek interpreter from an outside source.

Parent Communication

Section Title III guidelines specify that local school divisions have an obligation to communicate meaningfully with the English Learner parents and to notify EL parents adequately of information about any program, service, or activity called to the attention on non-EL parents.  Successful communication provides EL parents the school-related information they need to make informed decisions about, and be helpful participants in, their children’s education.
Essential information that should be communicated in a language the parent can understand includes, but is not limited to: (a) documents provided to parents/guardians during the disciplinary process; (b) requests for parent permission for student participation in division/school sponsored programs and activities; (c) announcements distributed to students that contain information about school and division activities for which notice is needed to participate in such activities (e.g., testing, school issues, such as IEP meetings and evaluations, issues arising under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act, report cards, and other academic progress reports; and € any other written information describing the rights and responsibilities of parents or students and the benefits and services available to parents and students.  This information can be shared verbally (interpreted) or in writing (translated) in the parent’s language.  (Chapter 10, EL Toolkit) https://www.doe.virginia.gov/federal_programs/esea/title3/index.shtml
CCPS LIEP staff is extremely involved with the families of our ELs.  The ESL teacher and/or the school administrators often assist the families within the community, after school and on weekends.

Routine written notices and letters from the schools are translated by the EL teacher or using Google translate. The ESL teacher often communicates orally with the families, interpreting information.
CCPS staff Members Who Can Provide Translation or Interpretation Services

In our division, the ESL teacher, along with foreign language teachers at the secondary level, serve as translators/interpreters.  If services are needed, the administrator at the building level is responsible for coordinating the interpreting service with the high school principal and the teacher providing the services.  See Appendix J for current list of interpreters

Currently, all EL students’ primary language is Spanish.  In the event that EL students enroll with a primary language other than Spanish or French, CCPS will seek interpreters from a private source.
Assessments

In CCPS, EL Students will participate in all state and local summative assessments assigned to non-EL students, with accommodations/modifications as specified in the LIEP/Classroom Accommdations and EL Assessment Participation Plan, if applicable.  These tests may include: Standards of Learning Assessments, WIDA ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 (or Alternate ACCESS For ELLs, if appropriate),  Phonological Awareness Literacy Screening (PALS), Grade level benchmarks (Powertest), Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test (PSAT)/Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT).
Guidelines for participation of EL students in state testing SOL tests may be found in Appendix K. English Learners:  Guidelines for Participation in the Virginia Assessment Program.
The Title III Coordinator will work collaboratively with the Division Director of Testing and School Testing Coordinators to schedule SOL testing with appropriate accommodations for all EL students.

WIDA:  Test District and School Test Coordinator Manual provides instruction on administration of the ACCESS for ELLs 2.0 assessment.  The Division Director of Testing will work collaboratively with the Title III Coordinator to assure all examiners are trained on implementation guidelines through WIDA and local training sessions and to schedule all EL students for ACCESS for ELLs testing with appropriate forms, materials and, if appropriate, accommodations, using The WIDA District and School Coordinator Manual and Test Administrator Manual. Language Instruction Program Description 

The goal of the language instruction program is to assist ELs in becoming fully proficient in English and meeting the same challenging state content standards as all other students are expected to meet.  

Charlotte County Public Schools will provide resources, including instructional remediation and English language instruction to assist the student to learn English and meet age appropriate content standards for grade promotion and graduation.

Charlotte County Public Schools will provide EL students with all methods of instruction available in other programs, as well  as providing specific instruction based upon the EL students’ specific language and learning needs.

Charlotte County Public Schools will use researched-based assessments and classroom formative assessments to develop and implement the appropriate plan for EL students, striving to meet his/her education strengths and needs.

Exit Requirements

School divisions in Virginia use the ACCESS for EL s 2.0® test to determine the English language proficiency of EL students.  The four language domains of listening, speaking, reading, and writing are incorporated into the state’s definition of “proficient” in English through the World-Class Instructional Design and Assessment (WIDA®) English Language Development (ELD) standards.

ELs will be considered proficient when they earn a composite score of 4.4 or above on the ACCESS for EL s 2.0® test.  ELs who have met the proficiency criteria will be considered former EL for two years, during which time their academic achievement will be monitored.

Expected Rate of Graduation

School divisions in Virginia expect all students, including ELs, to graduate within four years of entering the 9th grade.  However, federal provisions provide that students may graduate within five or six years, if needed.

EL Students with Disabilities
If your child is a student with a disability and requires an Individualized Education Plan (IEP) or a 504 Plan, the language instruction program will be utilized in coordination with your child’s existing plan.
